ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM
THE FUSE BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic 
coverings.
Turn OFF power to Junction Box (A) where the fixture will be 
installed.
Unlock Quick Links (D3) to attach Chains (D2) to Collars (E1) of 
Fixture Body (E).
Loosen Nut Caps (C3) from Ceiling Box (C2) and remove 
Ceiling Plate (C1) from Ceiling Box (C2).
Have a professional contractor reinforce the ceiling. Attach 
Safety Cable (H) to the ceiling beam through Junction Box (A). 
Then attach Safety Cable (H) to the fixed fixture on the ceiling 
with the nut locker. Refer to the diagram on the previous page. 
Attach Ceiling Plate (C1) to the ceiling and secure with 
Mounting Bolts (B). Then attach Ceiling Box (C2) to Ceiling 
Plate (C1), and fasten Nut Caps (C3).

Feed the wires along with Chains (D2) so that they come out 
from the top of Chains (D2).
Move Fixture Body (E) up to Ceiling Plate (C1), and unlock Quick 
Links (D1) to attach Ceiling Plate (C1).
Loosen Nut Caps (C3), move Ceiling Box (C2) down from 
Ceiling Plate (C1), and feed the wires through Ceiling Box (C2).
Carefully inspect the fixture wires. One is the ground wire

(marked with ). The second is the neutral wire (marked with 
N). The third wire is the live/hot wire (marked with L).

Connect the fixture ground wire to the power supply ground 
wire with a Wire Nut (C). 
NOTE: IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR 
HOME IS PROPERLY GROUNDED.
Connect the fixture neutral wire to the power supply neutral 
wire with a Wire Nut (C).
Connect the fixture live/hot wire to the power supply live/hot 
wire with a Wire Nut (C). 
CAUTION: DO NOT REVERSE THE HOT AND NEUTRAL 
CONNECTIONS OR SAFETY WILL BE COMPROMISED.
Move Ceiling Box (C2) up to the ceiling, then fasten Nut Caps

Then use 2 (two) pairs of Pliers (not included) to gently pry the links 
apart along a split-line formed in each link so that a space is created 
large enough for the link to be removed from the remaining chain. 
See diagrams 1, 2, and 3.

The chain length may be shortened from either end.

Use a clean cloth or a folded piece of paper between the Pliers 
and the link to protect the finish of the link during the chain 
bending.

2. Once the chain is at the desired length, install the chain gently with 
the quick link, as shown in diagram 4.
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
