2. Loosen Break (B). Adjust Upper Rod (A) to the desired height,
then tighten Break (B).
Plug into electrical outlet and test lamp.

SWITCH OPERATION

1. Whenlampis unlit, simply tap Switch (C) to turn lamp on.

2. Toadjust brightness, tap and hold your finger on Switch (C).
The light will begin to dim up or down. To dim the opposite way,
remove your finger, then tap and hold again until the desired
light level is achieved.

3. Toturnlamp off, tap Switch (C).

remove the LED module from the lamp body by unscrewing

washers and nuts. (Figure 2.)

3. Installa new LED module into the lamp body, then test the

lamp.
