ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

1.	 Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic 

coverings.

2.	 Loosen Break (B). Adjust Upper Rod (A) to the desired height, 

then tighten Break (B).

3.	 Dimmer switch operation: Touch Dimmer (C) to adjust 

between high, medium, low, and off settings.

4.	 Plug into an electrical outlet and test the lamp.

5.	 Installation is complete.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

Do not use polishes or cleaners on the lamp. 

Wipe clean with a soft, dry cloth. 
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LED MODULE REPLACEMENT INSTRUCTION

1.	 Place the complete shade with LED module inside on a soft  

and clean surface.

2.	 Remove the glass diffuser from the shade by unscrewing the 

bolts using a screwdriver. (Figure 1.)

3.	 Remove the LED module from the shade by unscrewing the 

screws using a screwdriver. (Figure 2.)

4.	 Pull out the fixture neutral/ hot wires from the terminal block.

5.	 Place some thermal conductive silicone onto the backside 

of the new LED module, and insert the fixture wires into the 

corresponding hole on the terminal block.

6.	 Replace the LED module and glass diffuser to the shade. Test 

the lamp.
