A S S E M B LY  &  I N S T A L L A T I O N

SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM THE FUSE

BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic 

covering.

2. Remove Mounting Plate (A) from Fixture Base (C) by 

removing Set Screws (D) with Allen Wrench (E).

3. Affix Mounting Plate (A) to ceiling outlet box with Mounting 

Screws (B) provided.

4. Gently pull the wiring from the ceiling outlet box and allow the 

wires to hang. Thread the wires through the center hole in the 

Mounting Plate (A).

5. Attach the fixture ground wire (GREEN) to the ground wire from 

the outlet box (usually green insulation or bare wire) with a 

plastic wire connector and wrap the connection with electrical 

tape.  IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR 

HOME BE PROPERLY GROUNDED.

6. Connect the neutral wire (WHITE) to the neutral outlet wire 

(usually white insulation) with a plastic wire connector and wrap 

the connection with electrical tape.

7. Connect the hot wire (BLACK) to the hot outlet box wire (usually 

black insulation) with a plastic wire connector and wrap the 

connection with electrical tape. DO NOT REVERSE THE HOT 

AND NEUTRAL CONNECTIONS; OTHERWISE, SAFETY WILL 

BE COMPROMISED.

8. Attach Fixture Base (C) to the Mounting Plate (A) and secure 

with Set Screws (D). Tighten with Allen Wrench (E).

9. Remove Socket Cover (I) from bottom of Fixture base (C) by 

turning clockwise direction. Attach Fiber Washers (G) and Glass 

Shade (H) to Fixture Base (C) and secure by replacing another 

Fiber Washer (G) and Socket Cover (I) to Fixture Base (C). Note:

The top of  Glass Shade (H) must be in between of two Fiber 

Washers (G). Adjust the Location Ring (K) up or down slightly 

in order to secure the Glass Shade (H) in place.

10. Insert recommended Light Bulb (J) into socket.

11. Restore power to outlet box and check operation of fixture. 

12. Assembly is complete. 

C A R E  I N S T R U C T I O N S
